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Plaque Presentation 

to USS New Hampshire SSN-778 

Back in August, Mr. Harling and I, after a monthôs 

wait, toured the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard including 

the Squalus Memorial in the yard and the museum.  

During our tour Gary Hildreth (ex-Navy CPO ï 30 

years on subs) mentioned that a new boat 

(submariners called their subs óboatsô) was being built 

and would be named the USS New Hampshire 

(SSN778) and would be at Portsmouth Naval Yard for 

commissioning in October. 

Mr. Harling, Arnie Pettiglio, and I talked about giving 

a spike from the 1st USS New Hampshire to the new 

boat.  I took a picture Arnie gave me from the old 

USS New Hampshire and made a profile out of oak.  

We then talked to Gary Hildreth about the idea of 

making a plaque and he gave us the layout which 

consisted of two brass plaques placed on oak with the 

profile of the USS New Hampshire.  We then had 

them engraved, mounted on oak with a spike and sent 

a picture to Gary.   

In late October (23rd for the presentation to the crew 

of USS New Hampshire), we took the plaque and 

another spike to the Portsmouth Naval Yard and met 

with news people from the Navy yard and the Foster 

Daily Democrat for pictures and interviews.  (You can 

check out Foster.com for complete stories and 

pictures.)  After the Commissioning dress rehearsal, 

we met with the crew and captain and gave them the 

plaque.  The crew had talked about trying to get 

something from the old USS New Hampshire.  We did 

that for them and they were thrilled.  They mounted 

the plaque on the bulkhead amidships, for all the crew 

to see, within 15 minutes after we gave it to them.   

I asked if we could possibly tour the boat, and they 

graciously allowed us to do so.  The tour guide, who 

was a scuba diver was 2nd class Lemar.  Itôs been 40 

years since Iôve been on a nuclear sub.  The boat was 

amazing.  The technology is a lot more advanced, and 

everything is digital, touch screen, and they use a joy 

stick to maneuver to entire boat.  The periscope view 

is projected onto giant display screens mounted 

around the room.   The next level down, just ahead of 

amidships, are the torpedo tubes.  There is also a 

workout room above where the torpedoes are housed 

and room for Sealsô equipment.   

We invited the divers in the crew to come to 

Gloucester and dive the old New Hampshire in the 

spring.   For me it has been a 40-year quest to see how 

things have changed since I served on the boats and it 

was even more than I expected.

Flounder Stuffed with Smoked Salmon 
 

This is an easy fish dish that can be prepared in 
minutes. 

4 Tablespoons of butter 
½ cup of chopped scallions 
1 teaspoon chopped garlic 
4-6 ounces of smoked salmon 
1 Tablespoon chopped parsley 
2 pounds of flounder fillets 

Preheat your oven to 425 degrees.  

Sauté the garlic and scallions in the butter until 
soften. This should take about five minutes over 
medium heat. 

Let the mixture cool slightly, then blend in the 
salmon and parsley. 

I assemble the fish fillets on my counter and 
cover half of each fillet with the salmon mixture. 
Fold over the other half of the fillet to enclose the 
stuffing. 

Place the fillets in a buttered baking dish and 
bake for about 15 minutes, or until the fish is 
cooked through. 

Iôve served this over a bed of wild rice and 
steamed asparagus.
