While talking with one of the Cos, he
described what they do: Rescuing a downed pilot i
their primary mission and sometimes involves
induction into a hostile zone via underwater.

| further inquired as to how busy they midge in this
day and age of the Middle East conflict. Surprising|
was told that diving operations in Iraq are extremel
busy. Now I have to consider any geographical
knowledge | may have and ask a fairly educated
guestion of What???..Diving operatianghe middle
of a desert do not seem rational.

Come to find out, the PaiRescue team is currently
working closely with US Navy SEALS to recover
bodies from the many canals in and around the larg
cities of Iraq. This is a specialized mission due é
visibility in the canal fused with a constant problem
drawing enemy fire from radicals.

This is more of a humanitarian task, but because th
divers are armed and constantly facing the threat o
sniper fire they are definitely in combat disciplined
roles.
