Polar Bear Populations,
Climate Change, and the
Endangered Species Act

Dr. Hal Caswell
Woods Hole Oceanographic Institute
Tuesday, Febr uary 1 0, 2009, 7:00pm

Polar bears are adapted to a life on
sea ice in the Arctic; they rely on it
for movement, mating, breeding,
and as a platform for hunting. As a
result, they are dependent on the
seasonal pattern of sea ice and are
threatened by reductions in sea ice
caused by global warming. In 2008,
the polar bear was listed as a
threatened  species under the
Endangered Species Act. The listing
was preceded (and f ollowed) by
much controversy.

Here Dr. Caswell will discuss some of
the results that helped to resolve the
controversy: a study of the polar
bear population in the southern
Beaufort Sea, along the north coast
of Alaska and Canada. The study
mixes populati on biology,
mathematical modeling, and public
policy issues in a way that
demonstrates, in a specific case,
some of the general issues involved
in protecting species at risk.
